People may have different paths through education. While some go to college right after
high school, others find their way back years later.

The South Carolina native returned to the classroom after retiring at age 68, finally
earning her bachelor’s degree when she was 73. Instead of stopping there, Payne continued
her higher education path at University of Northern Texas (UNT) and, 17 years later, became
the oldest person to receive a master’s degree at the school.

Although much older than the other students, she was eager to learn something new and
reach her goal. “It’s never too late to learn and Minnie Payne is making history,” writes UNT.
