Boyle even built his own toilet and used old newspapers from the farm for toilet
paper.

He began using money again after eighteen months. He says his life change made him
feel healthier, happier, and closer to nature. He wrote two books about his experience and
used the money to start “The Free House,” a farm in Ireland where people can live without
money.
